Our Challenge

Dear friends,

Isaiah the prophet uses the vineyard as an example of both the good and evil that
is possible in life. People who are not responsible for their actions and decisions
will reap a bitter harvest. Living without a sense of responsibility and justice brings
forth a bitter harvest. In our second reading this weekend, writing to the earliest Christians in
Philippi, Greece, Paul the apostle puts a heavy responsibility on those who want their prayers
answered by God. Serious prayers come out of minds that are directed toward all that is true,
honorable, honest, pure, admirable, decent, virtuous, and blameless. The parable Jesus tells in our
gospel passage this weekend teaches us that God holds us accountable for the blessings that have
been bestowed on us. To put it bluntly, God expects some return on the investment he makes in our
lives. All God asks is that we give something back to the kingdom of God. We are part of a culture
that defies freedom. We have grown up with the idea that all people are free to make their own
decisions and manage their own lives. But we often forget that freedom and responsibility go
together. We will remain free only if we use freedom in responsible ways. We are indebted as
individuals and as a people to those who fulfill their responsibilities. Burdens of responsibility are
never easy to carry. They require us to make tough decisions and to carry sacrificial loads. But
families and nations ride on the shoulders of those who take responsibility for themselves and
others. The heart of the moral life is a sense of responsibility.
