Our Challenge
Dear friends,

The women who loved Jesus went to his tomb early on the first day of the week
to anoint his body for burial. They were shocked to find the tomb empty. Christ
had risen from the dead as he promised them he would. His was a voice that
death could not silence, a life that death could not destroy. The apostle Peter made it plain that the
primary evidence for the resurrection of Christ was the life that he lived. How could a man who went
about doing good works and healing all who were in the grip of the devil be defeated by death?
God vindicated that kind of life by raising Jesus from the dead. Those who live in the company of
Christ have already defeated the power of death. Resurrection is not some event that awaits us at
the end of life. Rather, resurrection is a power that fills our lives with victory here and now, while it
also promises the gift of life eternal. The hope for immortality is written into the human heart. The
value of the lives of those we admire and love is so great that we cannot imagine death bringing
such lives to an end. Therefore, it is little wonder that the church is convinced that the greatest
person who ever lived has risen from the dead. It is easy to become discouraged in this dangerous
world. Truth seems to be on the scaffold and might seems to be on the throne. But God is in the
shadows keeping watch over his own. Death seems to have the upper hand everywhere we turn.
Terrorism rages on throughout the world. Violence tears at the fabric of our cities. Accidents and
disease claim the young before their time. But there is a power at work in the very process of
history that brings peace out of conflict, safety out of danger, life out of death.
