Our Challenge 

 
Dear friends, 
 
God made a wonderful promise to Job. God admitted to Job that troubles will roll 
over us like the waves of the sea. But God has set limits on the destructive 
powers that threaten our lives. They may crush the body but will not kill the spirit. 
Christians have a firm foundation for their faith in Jesus Christ, whose own faith was shaken by his 
abandonment to death. But this same faith was vindicated by his resurrection from the dead. True 
faith can be shaken but not destroyed. The story of Jesus calming the storm is an allegory of the 
Christian life. Even though Jesus is with us, life’s stormy seas can threaten us. When we call on 
him, however, he delivers us from the terror of the storm. As curious as it sounds, our faith is never 
stronger than when we are wrestling with doubts. Faith is easy when everything is going our way. It 
doesn’t take much faith to trust in God when we are healthy, wealthy, and wise. But holding on to 
God takes great strength when our faith is shaken. We are never more in need of prayer than when 
our faith is shaken by doubt and despair. It is never harder to pray than when we least believe in 
prayer. But God welcomes the prayers of those who can only hope that they are being heard. 
Samuel Johnson said, “Great works are performed, not by strength, but by perseverance. He that 
shall walk, with vigor, three hours a day, will pass, in seven years, a space equal to the 
circumference of the globe.” Handing on a day or sometimes just an hour at a time will see us 
through the times when our faith is shaken.
